Dual Enroliment Program (grades1?):

Junior or senior students
are eligible to participate if they satisfy the entrance criteria: a GPA of 3.0 or better; receive a
recommendation fom a teacher, guidance counselor, and/or principal; and successfully
complete the application process.

Social Studies teachers employ a variety of studentered learning activities and authentic
assessment in order to meet theeeds of diverse learners. The History and Social Sciences
curriculum alignment to the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks is ongoing. Students examine
core knowledge and learning standards in relationship to the four themes of social sciences: history,
geography, civics and government and economy.
